Migrating a company from ERP LN 6.1 SP0, SP1 or FP2 to FP3
Version: December 2006
The target audience for this procedure is experienced ERP LN administrators and consultants.

This document describes procedures for upgrading companies to ERP LN 6.1 FP3 level while not using the standard procedure used during the installation. 

For the standard procedure see SSA ERP LN 6.1 Specific Installation Guide – Updates U8744 US.
In all cases make sure you meet the prerequisites as described in the mentioned Specific Installation Guide as well as solution 213929.
In case of a separate BSE

This procedure can be used to import a company of ERP LN 6.1 SP0, SP1 or FP2 level to a package combination on ERP LN 6.1 FP3 level in another BSE environment. 
Note: this procedure can not be used if the source and target BSE’s have different locales.
Required:

· ERP LN 6.1 FP3 environment

· company (dump) on SP1 or FP2 level

· runtime dd’s of the company

Procedure:

1. Create in the target BSE environment a (temporary) package combination with the required packages, based on FP3 level.

2. Create a registration for the company in the Companies session, linked to that package combination
3. Replace the runtime dd’s of the temp package combination by those of the company to import

4. Import the company (bdbpost) or redirect the database registration to the company

5. If needed run the session ttaad4225m000 to correct referential integrity.

6. Perform a ‘Create runtime’ on the imported company to have the data dictionary converted to FP3 level.
7. Run ‘Create tables’ 

8. Login to the system while having set the variable DUE_ENFORCED=1

9. Start the data upgrade engine ttspt1200m000. You’ll see an extra option ‘Enforced Prepare’, click that option. [image: image1.png]Data Upgrade Engine
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10. Fill in the right company, the target Base VRC (B61_a3) and fill in the Source service pack; 0 for SP0, 1 for SP1 and 2 for FP2 and ‘Process’.
This will ensure the Data Upgrade Engine registration tables are updated with the right information for processing
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12. Now go back to the Data Upgrade Engine session (ttspt1200m000) and proceed with the actual upgrade.

In case of upgrading within the same BSE
To upgrade a company within the same environment, it is recommended to use the session Change Package Combination by Company (ttaad1101m000).

If that is not possible the following variants can be used:

Variant 1: changing the derivation structure of VRC’s
This procedure can be used to upgrade the ERP LN 6.1 SP0, SP1 or FP2 level package combination and thus linked companies to FP3 by adjusting the package VRC derivation.

Required:

· ERP LN 6.1 FP3 package VRC’s installed
· package combination on SP0, SP1 or FP2 level

Procedure regarding the data upgrade part
1. Via session “ttadv1511m000’ Package VRC’s, change the derivation structure by linking the package VRC’s to the FP3 Base VRC’s. 
If data upgrade programs need to be run you will get messages indicating for which package combinations the data upgrade engine need to be run. Take note of these package combinations as you need this information later on.
2. Take the appropriate steps to have runtime information and tables on FP3 level. 
Regular steps like: Create runtime dd, compile labels, create tables.
3. Login to the system while having set the variable DUE_ENFORCED=1

4. Start the data upgrade engine ttspt1200m000. You’ll see an extra option ‘Enforced Prepare’, click that option. [image: image3.png]Data Upgrade Engine
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5. Fill in the right company, the target Base VRC (B61_a3) and fill in the Source service pack; 0 for SP0, 1 for SP1 and 2 for FP2 and ‘Process’.
This will ensure the Data Upgrade Engine registration tables are updated with the right information for processing
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7. Now go back to the Data Upgrade Engine session (ttspt1200m000) and proceed with the actual upgrade.

8. Take the required post installation steps as described in “Specific Installation Guide – Updates”

Variant 2: changing the package vrc’s of a package combination
This procedure can be used to upgrade the ERP LN 6.1 SP0, SP1 or FP2 level package combination and thus linked companies to FP3 by adjusting the package VRC’s in the package combination. 

Required:

· ERP LN 6.1 FP3 package VRC’s installed

· package combination on SP0, SP1 or FP2 level

Procedure regarding the data upgrade part

1. Via session “ttaaad1121m000” Packages by  Package Combination, change the package VRC’s to the FP3 VRC’s. 
If data upgrade programs need to be run you will get a message indicating that for this package combination the data upgrade engine needs to be run. .
2. Take the appropriate steps to have runtime information and tables on FP3 level. 
Regular steps like: Create runtime dd, compile labels, create tables etc
3. Login to the system while having set the variable DUE_ENFORCED=1

4. Start the data upgrade engine ttspt1200m000. You’ll see an extra option ‘Enforced Prepare’, click that option. [image: image5.png]Data Upgrade Engine
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5. Fill in the right company, the target Base VRC (B61_a3) and fill in the Source service pack; 0 for SP0, 1 for SP1 and 2 for FP2 and ‘Process’.
This will ensure the Data Upgrade Engine registration tables are updated with the right information for processing
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7. Now go back to the Data Upgrade Engine session (ttspt1200m000) and proceed with the actual upgrade.

8. Take the required post installation steps as described in “Specific Installation Guide – Updates”
