How to use the enhanced DEM functionality for Sub-application Modeling?

Introduction

This document is to inform customers using the iBaanERP5.0c release about the new functionality, which is delivered with solution 122658.

First a short explanation will be given about what sub-application modeling is. We will tell how it was done before the solution was build and what the reason of the change is. After that the new functionality will be explained.

What is sub-application modeling?

Within DEM you model authorizations for end-users through specifying an authorization type with the modeled activities and through linking Roles and specifying an authorization type with that link.

The result is, that the end-user has a customized DEM menu, the Dynamic Menu Browser (DMB), which contains only the activities for which he is authorized.

When a session is started from the DMB, the modeled authorization type is used. This ensures that a session for example is started in display mode, so the user cannot change anything, but only look at the data.

From within an iBaanERP session a lot of other iBaanERP sessions can be started. By default these so called sub-sessions or within DEM called sub-applications, inherit the authorization type of the main application (iBaanERP session). For some sub-applications that would not be acceptable and then within DEM there is the possibility to model an exception for those situations. 

For example you model for the Sales Clerk that he has ‘Full Authorization’ for the Application “tdsls4500m000”, but only ‘Display Authorization’ for the sub-application “tcibd0501m000”, which can be started from the main application. This is to ensure that the Sales Clerk can select Items, but cannot define or change Item data himself.

When an end-user works with the DMB with iBaanERP5.0c, then all the authorizations for sessions are controlled by DEM and the authorization for sessions defined within Tools are ignored.

What are the sessions present at this moment in iBaanERP5.0c

Before the change the sub-applications could be added manually in session “Sub-applications by application” (tgbrg5154m000).

For finding the appropriate sub-applications the session “Sub-sessions with Baan session” (tgbrg5162m000) could be used.

The modeling of the authorizations regarding the sub-applications was done within the Enterprise Modeler Editor (EME). For this there were some dialogs available and also the session “Sub-applications by application” was used.

What is the reason for the enhancement in iBaanERP5.0c

A sub-application like “Item Data” can be started from many applications. The modeling within DEM is always done for an application linked to an activity within a specific Business Process. At this moment you then need to go into all the Business Processes and find every activity, where the sub-application can be started. At every activity you then need to model the sub-application authorization for in fact the same sub-application. The new functionality enables you to do this more easily. Instead of going into all the Business Processes, this now can be done from 1 session.

There are also some sessions added to provide a better insight in what sub-applications are modeled for which Roles and with which authorization type.

What are the new sessions and how do they work

The new sessions can be found in a new menu, which became a sub-menu of the old menu ‘Application Components’. See screenshot below.
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The first session is ‘Generate Sub-apps by Application based on Baan Tools session tables’.  This session you can see in the next screenshot.
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With this session you can automatically fill the sub-application table. The entries are searched using the Tools information about the Baan sessions.

More details about the use of the session are present as help within the session. 

The result of this session is visible in session ‘Sub-applications by Component Application’. See the next screenshot.
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With the session ‘Sub-sessions by Baan Session’ it is possible to see, what accordingly to the Tools tables are the sessions, which can be started from another Baan session.

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The next new session ‘Global change of Sub-application modeling’ is meant to add a certain sub-application as a modeled sub-application to every activity, from which it can be reached as a sub-application.

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The session ‘Print sub-application authorizations’ can be used to print the result of the situation at that moment modeling regarding the sub-application modeling.

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The session ‘Copy roles-sub-applications by Component Application’ is working on activity level. You can choose to work in the repository or within a certain Project Model.

The session makes it possible to copy the information already modeled with a certain activity to another activity.

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For analyzing the current modeling situation session ‘Analyzing of modeled sub-applications’ is made.

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Next to the sessions reachable from the menu, there is a new session started from the EME, when you use the option “Insert->Sub-applications”.

This session is called Sub-application Modeler (tgbrg5124m000).

With this session you can model the sub-applications with an activity from within the process view in the EME.

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What are the enhancements to the current sessions

In the session “Applications by Component” (tgbrg5155m000) is an option added to the Specific Menu to start the new session “Generate Sub-apps by Application based on Baan Tools session tables” (tgbrg5258m000).

In the session “Sub-applications by Application” (tgbrg5154m000) is an option added to the Specific Menu to start the new session “Generate Sub-apps by Application based on Baan Tools session tables” (tgbrg5258m000).

Also in the session “Sub-sessions by Baan session” (tgbrg5162m000) it is not possible anymore to select a session and then have it added to the list in session “Sub-applications by Application”. This functionality is taken over by session “Generate Sub-apps by Application based on Baan Tools session” (tgbrg5258m000).

In the EME the dialogs for the sub-application modeling are gone and instead the session “Sub-application Modeler” (tgbrg5124m000) is used.
