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This document describes the changes done in calculating rounding currency differences for integration accounts (tfgld4295m500). For this session performance issues were reported and therefore a part of the functionality of how rounding differences are calculated has been changed.
The changes were created for feature pack 1, 2, 3 and were delivered via solution 222782.
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Rounding differences can occur due to the number of transactions which are created for a set of transactions which belong to each other. Each amount is rounded and because of that rounding differences can occur.
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In order to determine if a rounding difference must be created, transactions are grouped based on the basis of final acceptance which can be found on the Reconciliation group (tcfin0120m000)

Only for reconciliation groups for which the basis for final acceptance is unequal to ‘Not Applicable’ rounding differences are calculated.

Rounding difference are for example calculated for transactions which have the same Business Object ID + Sort position. Additionally the transactions must have the same reconciliation element transactions and the same ledger account.
When the following selection is executed, then transactions are selected for period 1. The transactions are grouped by Business Object, Sorting position, reconciliation elements and ledger accounts and for each combination the following is checked:

· Is the business object “ready” in operations management

· Are the transactions finalized

· Are the transactions before or equal to the fiscal period 2007-1

· Is the rounding difference found between the tolerances as entered on the form and unequal to 0.00?

If these criteria are met, then a rounding difference transaction is created in period 2007-1. 

After that the same selection is done for period 2007 – 2, 2007 -3 and so on.

When rounding differences must be created a report is printed with the rounding differences. The related transactions, on which the rounding difference is based, are not printed.

Disadvantages of the current situation

· In every selection the ledger account and the reconciliation elements are selected. If they are the same, then this is not necessary, which would lead to faster queries.

· It is not possible to determine the period in which the transactions must be created

· Each period is selected separately, but perhaps the rounding differences can be posted in the last period of the year. A selection per period and posting per period is then not the desired scenario.
· Related transactions on which the rounding difference is based are not printed on the process report.
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In the new situation the form of the session is changed:
On the first tab the fields Extra compression criteria are added. In situations where the reconciliation elements and the ledger accounts are the same, it is advised to leave those options to no in order to benefit from the performance gain.

The option, Print related transactions, is added in order to show the rounding difference in combination with the transactions on which the rounding difference is based.

On the second tab it can be decided if the rounding differences must be posted. Besides that the period in which the rounding differences must be posted to can be determined.
When the same selection is used as in chapter 2, then the following happens:

All transactions are grouped with the same business object and sorting position. 

Per combination the following checks are performed:

· Is the business object “ready” in operations management

· Are the transactions finalized

· Are the transactions before or equal to the fiscal period 2007-12
· Is the rounding difference found between the tolerances as entered on the form and unequal to 0.00?

If these criteria are met, then a rounding difference is created and posted in the period as entered on the post rounding difference tab.

The created rounding difference transaction is printed with the related transactions on which the rounding difference is based.

The total fields are then 0.00, the rounding difference can be recognized with the text Rounding Difference transaction if the transaction is not posted. If the transaction is posted, then the document, with which the rounding difference transaction is created, is displayed with in front of the document the text “NEW”.
If the option print related transaction is not selected, then the rounding transactions are printed in the same way as before this change:
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
