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This document is released with solution 225283; it describes the changes made for changing reconciliation elements. This solution is released for FP1, FP2 and FP3.
One of the major changes is to improve the performance and offer the possibility to do the changes to the already logged data at a later stage.

	Chapter 2                                                          Old situation
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If the parameter “Write Reconciliation Data” in the session tcfin0120m000 “Reconciliation groups” is yes, reconciliation data is logged as soon as an integration transaction is created. When also the parameter “Log all Reconciliation elements” is yes, then also all related reconciliation elements are logged in a separate table (tfgld498). This is done in order to make it possible to do the reconciliation data reporting setup at a later stage. Five reconciliation elements can be selected from the logged Reconciliation Elements for reporting. Those reconciliation elements are then stored in the reconciliation table (tfgld495). It is possible to use the 5 reconciliation elements for reporting.

Note:

It is advised to have the option Log All Reconciliation Elements checked for a short period of time. The reason is that a lot of data is logged when this parameter is checked. As soon as it is clear how reporting must be done for a reconciliation group, this option must be unchecked.

When reconciliation elements are not selected before reconciliation transactions are logged or when reconciliation elements must be changed, it is possible to change the reconciliation elements afterwards using the option Change elements. 
It is possible then to enter the new elements and when the button Change is pressed, a process is started in order to update the already logged reconciliation transactions. Because a lot of reconciliation transactions can be present when a change must be done, it can take a long time before the process is ready. 
Therefore changing the reconciliation elements and updating the already logged reconciliation transactions must be two separate processes.

When solution 225283 is installed, the following changes are made in order to improve the process of changing reconciliation elements. The form of session tcfin0220m000 has been changed:

2 buttons are added:

· Check

· Process

3 status fields are added:

· Element changes Checked

· Accept Element Changes

· Element changes in process

When reconciliation elements must be changed, the target reconciliation elements can be entered in the Target Reconciliation Elements group box. When the correct reconciliation elements are entered, the following steps can be done:
Check the new reconciliation element setup

The reconciliation elements can be checked, using the Check button. The following checks are performed:

· Are there reconciliation transactions which do not have all reconciliation elements logged

· Are there accepted opening balances present for the reconciliation group

· Are there currency differences present for the reconciliation group

· Are there posted corrections present for the reconciliation group

· Are there rounding differences present for the reconciliation group

If a check fails, a question pops up if you would like to continue. If reconciliation elements are the basis to perform reconciliation, for example if the reconciliation elements are used to create a correction, those corrections might have to be changed after the update is executed.
It is not mandatory to do this check before accepting the changes in the reconciliation elements. It only indicates which actions or calculations must be performed again to have the correct data again.

If the check process is finished and the change is not accepted and the session is closed, the field Element Changes Checked is unchecked. This is done because new transactions can be entered or parameters can be reset on the reconciliation group causing that the next time the reconciliation group is checked, the outcome of checking is different.
Accept the new reconciliation element setup 

As soon as the new reconciliation element setup is correct, the new setup must be accepted. If the new setup is accepted, as soon as a new reconciliation transaction is logged, the reconciliation transaction is logged with the new elements. The checkbox element changes in process will then be checked as well. It is then no longer possible to un-accept the changes in the reconciliation elements.
Several sessions will show warnings that the element change is in process and that first the elements must be updated for the already logged reconciliation transactions.

Process Reconciliation Element Changes

A separate session is created in order to process the element changes for the already logged reconciliation transactions. If possible, the elements are selected from the reconciliation elements table (tfgld498). If that information is not present, the reconciliation element code will be filled, but the reconciliation element value remains empty.
Note:

If only the position of the reconciliation element changes, then the information is not read from the reconciliation elements table (tfgld498), but from the reconciliation data. It is therefore, in that situation, not necessary to have all reconciliation elements present.
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This session can be executed for the reconciliation groups which must be updated. All financial companies which use the same reconciliation group data are updated. This process can take a long time, therefore;
· Session can be stopped and restarted at a later point of time

· Multiple bshells can be used for this session.

An Example:

For the reconciliation group Consignment Inventory, the reconciliation elements must be updated. The update is executed overnight. In the morning the process was not ready. The process is stopped. The next evening the process is started again and continues with the transactions which were not converted. The next morning the process is finished.
It is also possible to use multiple bshells for this session. This can be setup via session Performance Boosters (tcmcs0597m000).

As soon as the session Process reconciliation element changes is executed once,  a record for this session is present of type performance booster “Number of Servers” in the session performance boosters. 
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It is possible to make a copy of this record (or changing the current record, but then it is changed for all users) and enter a specific user:
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It is possible to enter the number of servers which are going to be started for this process. It is advised to enter a number which is not higher then the available CPU’s of the server. Additionally the booster valid field must be set to either Manual, Job Process or Manual & Job Process. 

As soon as the process is started using multiple bshells, the update is performed much faster since the workload is divided over several bshells.
If the process is finished for a reconciliation group, the old reconciliation elements are overwritten by the new reconciliation elements. The fields Element Changes checked, Accept element Changes and the field Element changes in process are unchecked again. It is then possible to change the reconciliation elements again.
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
