This document describes the functionality that becomes available after installing solution 226050. The new functionality changes the (automatically) acceptance process of reconciliation data and will allow reconciliation (rounding) corrections on a finally accepted transaction. To provide this functionality, three new parameters on the Reconciliation Groups details session (tcfin0120m000) are introduced. 

The current parameter called ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data‘, will be renamed to ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation Data’. This name describes in a better way what the parameter actually does, namely automatically setting the status of reconciliation data to ‘finally accepted’. The first new parameter is called ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ and will set reconciliation data automatically to the ‘accepted’ status. This gives the user more flexibility in the automatically acceptance process of reconciliation data.

The other two parameters are ‘Allow Corrections on Accepted Reconciliation Data’ and ‘Allow Corrections on Finally Accepted Reconciliation Data’. With these options it is now possible to make corrections on an accepted
 or finally accepted reconciliation transaction.  

Furthermore, the Accept Reconciliation Data (tfgld4295m000) and Finally Accept Reconciliation Data (tfgld4295m100) sessions are adjusted to support the update of already logged reconciliation data of the reconciliation group/subgroups, which have the ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ or ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter set.
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2.1 What is new?

There are three new parameters introduced on the Reconciliation Groups session (tcfin0120m000) and the current ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter is renamed to ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation’.

In case the old ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ (now called ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation Data’) parameter was already set, the ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter will also be set when the reconciliation group/subgroup is opened in the Reconciliation Groups session. Otherwise the new acceptance parameter will initially be unchecked. The new corrections parameters will initially be unchecked.

If the user turns one of the two automatically acceptance parameters on and there is already reconciliation data present for the reconciliation group/subgroup, the user will get the question if he/she wants to update this data via the Accept Reconciliation Data or Finally Accept Reconciliation Data session. 
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3.1 Accept Reconciliation Data (tfgld4295m000)

The Accept Reconciliation Data session looks a bit different now when the ‘Automatically Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter is set. All the fields on the form are set to full range and disabled, except the ‘simulate’ and ‘print process report’ options.

In case the ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter is set in the Reconciliation Groups session, the reconciliation group/subgroup will not be visible/selectable in this session. The user should then use the Finally Accept Reconciliation Data session to update any existing reconciliation data.
In case the ‘Write Reconciliation Data’ parameter on the Reconciliation Groups session is unset and there is no reconciliation data present for the reconciliation group/subgroup, that group/subgroup will now not be visible/selectable anymore in this session.

Note1: as there is no (financial) company range on the form, the update actions are only done for the current company.

Note2: the user can stop the update process any time and can continue the process later.

3.2 Finally Accept Reconciliation Data (tfgld4295m000)

The Finally Accept Reconciliation Data session looks also a bit different now when the ‘Automatically Finally Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter is set. All the fields on the form are set to full range and disabled, except the ‘simulate’ and ‘process report’ options.

In case the ‘Write Reconciliation Data’ parameter on the Reconciliation Groups session is unset and there is no reconciliation data present for the reconciliation group/subgroup, that group/subgroup will now not be visible/selectable anymore in this session.

Note1: as there is no (financial) company range on the form, the update actions are only done for the current company.

Note2: the user can stop the update process any time and can continue the process later.
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It is now possible to enter a (rounding) correction on a (finally) accepted reconciliation transaction in the Operations Management – Financial Reconciliation (tfgld4595m000) session. The only thing that should be set is the specific ‘Allow Corrections on (Finally) Accepted Reconciliation Data’ parameter.

In case the correction transaction is posted, via the Post Reconciliation Corrections session (tfgld4295m300), the correction gets its acceptance status automatically, based on the ‘Automatically (Finally) Accept Reconciliation Data’ parameter.


























































































� This is not completely true for the ‘accepted’ status, as this status can be set back to ‘unaccepted’ and then it is already possible to make a correction.
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
