1. Introduction

1.1. Purpose

The purpose of this Functional Change is described below
:

· Currently the session “Simulate Orders (cprrp1210m000)” depends upon the status of the purchase schedule line to see if the line can be modified or not. If the schedule line cannot be modified or canceled then the session generates a planned purchase order, which is not linked to a purchase schedule. 

As an example, if a purchase schedule line exists with a status of “partial receipt” and demand changes reflecting additional requirements within that period the current solution is to create a planned purchase order.

In order to solve this issue together with the critical business process requirement to provide to a supplier(s) all requirements against a purchase schedule as opposed to a mix of both schedule and orders which is creating both confusion and additional work within both the planning department and goods inward the existing table tdpur313 (Schedule Quantities by Date) is changed to include both the schedule revision number and schedule position number thereby creating a unique record.

These changes are delivered in two solutions 130217 and 130218.

The above functional changes are in contrast to the functionality present earlier.

1.2. Scope

The scope of this functional change is as below
:

· The functional changes required within Baan ERP 5.0c to allow the generation of purchase schedules with the same date and time.

2. Requirements

2.1. Functional Heading.

Re-planning via Simulate Orders is performed to reflect the changes in existing demand for an item in the Released segment in already generated purchase schedules.

In Baan ERP 5.0c the following restrictions apply in relation to the released segment, outside the frozen period:

· When warehouse orders are generated directly from the purchase schedule, Enterprise Planning cannot change purchase schedule lines. E.g. when demand is decreased, this is not reflected in the purchase schedule line. So, besides the Frozen Period, receipts on a schedule can also pose a restriction on the possibility to re-plan. 

· When purchase orders are generated from the purchase schedule, Enterprise Planning cannot change the purchase schedule lines from the moment the purchase order is created from the schedule. So, the schedule lines cannot be touched in an earlier stage than is the case when warehouse orders are created directly.

· It is not possible to have multiple purchase schedule lines for the same date and time. When an extra demand is created on the same date as an existing purchase schedule line that cannot be changed anymore (see previous two points), Enterprise Planning will generate a planned purchased order for this extra demand. An error signal will be generated in EP to warn the user that the order quantity could not be inserted into the purchase schedule.

In order to alleviate this issue the following functional change is done:

1. Amend the Schedule Handling within tdpurdll0307 (Schedule Handling) to create a new schedule line when the existing schedule line with the same start date and time is not modifiable.

This action will create a potential issue with receipting when the message related to quantities received and invoiced may be generated at the point of receipt confirmation.

2.  In order to avoid this potential receipting issue the following functional change is done.

· Modify table tdpur313 to include within Index 1 both the schedule revision number and the schedule position number.

· Amend existing scripts to employ this modified index.

2.1.1. Scope

2.1.1.1. Database.

The table tdpur313 is modified in this solution to include the schedule revision number and schedule position number.

2.1.2. Description of functionality/modification

With the solutions 130217 and 139218, the functionality will be as follows:

It is now possible to have multiple purchase schedule lines for the same date and time. When there is an increase in the demand on the same date as an existing purchase schedule line that cannot be changed anymore, Enterprise Planning will create a new purchase schedule line for this extra demand. When the increase in the demand quantity occurs within the frozen period, this change is reflected in a new schedule line beyond the frozen period.

Receipts can be done for this schedule line in Warehousing and processed in Finance with out any problem.
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
