The software may not export invoice if the BIS value is set to 'grieg' as usually done when connecting to grieg machine. This applies only to BaanVb connectivity.

6. The Requirement Wizard changes the buyer to the first one in the list.

7. Error occurs when changing requirement information for requisition.

C. Now you have to unregister and rename all the attached dll's

2.0\components\EEnterprise

Type : regsvr32 /u EEnterprise.dll

Now the EEnterprise.dll will be unregistered. Now rename the EEnterprise.dll to        

EEnterprise.bak

D. Reboot de webserver

F.  Register the attached dll's

H.  Drag and drop the other MTS components (EInvoice.dll, ERequisition.dll, ESupplier.dll, EBudget.dll, EApproval.dll, ECollaboration) into the E-Enterprise package within Microsoft Transaction Server.
