Procedure to Delete a particular calendar from the calendar codes session 

First delete all the Calendar Lines defined in the “Calendar Lines” Session for that particular Calendar which you would like to Delete (irrespective of the Availability type for which the lines are defined).   

If the “Blank Availability type” field in the Calendar Code is checked (i.e. selected). Then uncheck the “Blank availability type” field. 


See whether the “Parent Structure” field on the Structure tab of the Calendar Code contains “No Parents” or not.

Case 1 :

 
If this Parent Structure Field on the Structure tab of the Calendar Code contains “Single Parent” then first change the field to “No Parents” and save it. 


Then go to the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session and attach a New availability for this Calendar, but make sure that no line is defined in the “Standard Calendar Template” for this New availability type (define only such availability type which is not defined for any day in the “Standard Calendar Template”). And then delete all the previous availability’s types being defined in the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session except this New availability. 

       
Later go to “Update Actual Calendar” and Update this Calendar. Then go to the “Display Actual Calendar” session and see now you won’t find any lines being present for this calendar in this “Display Actual Calendar” Session. 

Then go to the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session and delete this New Availability type which you have defined. Then go to the “Calendar Codes” session and then delete the present Calendar.

Note:  While deleting the Calendar if you still get the message “Unable to delete; record being used in other table”, then you have to search the whole ERP package and make sure that the Calendar Code is no where used. (for e.g. like it can be used while defining the Baan Common Data i.e. Employee, Department, Addresses etc. )   

 Case 2 :

 If this Parent Structure Field on the Structure tab contains “Multiple: per Av. Type” then go to the  “Derivation Path” Session and make the “Parent Calendar” field empty for all the availability types being defined in this table. And also make sure that all the availability types defined here are also defined in the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session. But make sure that availability’s defined here are not defined in the “Standard Calendar Template” for any day. But if they are defined in the “Standard Calendar Template” then make a note of these lines on a notebook and then delete these lines. 

       
Later go to “Update Actual Calendar” and Update this Calendar. Then later go to the “Display Actual Calendar” session and see now you won’t find any lines being present for this calendar in this “Display Actual Calendar” Session.


Then later go to the “Derivation Path” session and delete all the availability’s defined here. Then go to the Calendar code of this Calendar and change the Parent Structure Field on the Structure tab to “No Parents” and save it. 

Then go to the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session and attach a New availability for this Calendar, but make sure that no line is defined in the “Standard Calendar Template” for this New availability type (define only such availability type which is not defined for any day in the “Standard Calendar Template”). 

Later go to “Update Actual Calendar” and Update this Calendar. Then later go to the “Display Actual Calendar” session and see that there won’t be any lines being present for this calendar in this “Display Actual Calendar” Session.

Then go to the “Availability Types by Calendar” Session and delete this New Availability type which you have defined. Then go to the “Calendar Codes” session and then delete the present Calendar. 

Note 1: This Procedure for case 2 looks somewhat strange but this is how the calendar could be deleted. 
Note 2: While deleting the Calendar if you still get the message “Unable to delete; record being used in other table”, then you have to search the whole ERP package and make sure that the Calendar Code is no where used. (for e.g. like it can be used while defining the Baan Common Data i.e. Employee, Department, Addresses etc. )
