Installation Procedure

Pre-Conditions

· BaanERP 5.0c SP10 should have already been installed

· Solution ‘101101U010002B – Upgrade all Customizations due to 162004 & 135953’

Post-Conditions

Nothing.

Problem Description

Scopus Case # 1049849:

The ‘Alcohol Tax Applicable’ flag is not set to some orders even though those orders eligible for alcohol tax calculation.

Solution Description

· The flag ‘Alcohol Tax Applicable’ is not set properly in sales order lines table (tdsls401). This problem occurs when user creates multiple lines for the same item without closing the single-occurrence session.

· Furthermore, A new correction program developed to calculate the alcohol tax for those orders, which are actually eligible for alcohol tax, but not calculated and vice-versa.

Functionality of the Correction Program

Description: This correction program is developed as part of the solution ‘101101E015004B' to correct the flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' in sales order lines and also in Central Invoicing tables, if applicable. There are two main flows in this process, first flow processes the sales orders where the flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' is not set even though sales order is eligible for alcohol tax. Another flow processes the sales orders, which are actually not eligible for alcohol tax but the flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' is set.

Flow 1: Flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' not set for applicable orders

Step 1: Select all those order lines, where sold-to BP is enabled for
alcohol tax, item has the alcohol type assigned and the flag sales order line is not set.

Step 2: Check for the same country in all the 'invoice-to', invoice-from', 'ship-to', 'ship-from' addresses. if not skip the remaining steps continue with next order line.

Step 3: Set the flag in sales order line.

Step 4: If order line is already invoiced, then read the central invoicing tables (cisli245) and set the flag 'Calculate Alcohol Tax'.

Step 5: If the invoice request is already posted then calculate alcohol tax, update the central invoicing table (cisli245) and also generate the 'Alcohol Tax' Integration transactions.

Step 6: Finally generate a report with all the order lines which are processed along with error messages if any.

Flow 2: Flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' set for un-applicable orders

Step 1: Select all those order lines for which the flag 'Alcohol Tax Applicable' is set in sales order lines.

Step 2: Check if alcohol tax is still applicable, if not then un-set the flag in sales order line. Otherwise, skip the line and continue with the next.

Step 3: If order line is already invoiced, then read the central invoicing tables (cisli245) and un-set the flag 'Calculate Alcohol Tax'.

Step 4: If the invoice request is already posted then generate the reversal 'Alcohol Tax' Integration transactions and then clear the alcohol tax amount field in central invoicing table (cisli245).

Step 5: Finally generate a report with all order lines which are processed.

Note: 

· In this correction program, package de-coupling standards are not followed as this is specifically developed for V&S.

· This is performance intensive process, so it must be executed with great care and patience.

· db.update is used instead of dal.update if the order line is already processed because DAL won't allow updations.

· Sales order lines present in table 'tdsls401' are selected for processing. Deleted orders won't be selected (reading from history) for processing.

How to use the Correction Program:

· This correction program can be used any time whenever user finds that alcohol tax is (not) calculated for some orders.

· Fill the desired selection range, preferably run this correction program for all orders.

· Set the following options properly:

1. ‘Set Alcohol Tax Applicable’: If it is set to ‘Yes’ then system will process all orders for which alcohol tax is supposed to be calculated but it isn’t and generates a report.  If it is set to ‘No’ then system will process all those orders for which alcohol tax is calculated by error and it will reset the flag in all tables as well as it will generate the –ve integration transactions if the order is already processed

2. ‘Test Run’: If it is set to ‘Yes’ then system won’t update any tables but it simply generates a report of orders and possible errors if any for user verification. If it is set ‘No’ then system will actually perform the table updations and also generates the ‘Alcohol Tax’ integration transactions wherever necessary. 

3. Unset Alcohol Tax Applicable: This is a display field and it will show ‘Yes’ if ‘Set Alcohol Tax Applicable’ flag is un-checked otherwise it will show ‘No’.

· When system is executed with ‘Test Run’ option set to ‘No’ then all orders as per the options set will be processed and appropriate ‘Alcohol Tax’ integration transactions will be generated when order is already invoiced.

Note: This session can be executed many times for the same order but the disadvantage is that system will generate ‘Alcohol Tax’ integration transactions each time user executes this session if order line is already invoiced (when executed with Test Run option set to ‘No’).
