Installation Procedure

Pre-condition:

· BaanERP 5.0c SP19 should have already been installed

· Solution 101101C272191 and 101101C279208 should also have been installed
Problem Description

CCA call 281299: We can't receive purchase order.

We can't receive purchase orders in company 511 prod environment baan5. We have an customization so we create another purchase order for the transport connected to the original purchase order. When we receive the original purchase order the transport order are received also.

Error msg is can't determine fiscal year and period.

We have a purchase office on the transport orders that connect them to company 518. The period setup are different in 511 and 518. In 511 we have in July started fiscal year 2011 but in company 518 we have fiscal yest 2010 and period 7.
Example of transport order is 616000143 in comp 511 baan5 prod environment.

This is solved by solution 235419 but there are still problem when a purchase order is linked to a contract and a transport order is linked to the purchase order. Se attached document!

Purchase Contract receipt problem

The error when trying to receive Purchase orders linked to Purchase contracts is reproducible in test and problem narrowed down.

When problem occurs

Problem only occurs when following criteria is met:

1) Item on Purchase order linked to a Purchase contract

2) Purchase Orders have a linked Transport order (which is also Purchase order) that haven’t yet been received

3) Unit on cost item on Transport order is different from the unit for the item on Purchase Order

When NO problem occurs:
This means that it doesn’t occur when:

1) No transport order = No problem

2) Manually received transport order = No problem

3) Same unit on item on Transport order as on item on Purchase order = No problem

Where the error is assumed to be

What happens when trying to Confirm receipt for an item on a Purchase Order that meets the criteria above is that there’s logic that tries to automatically update the Transport Order too. Somewhere in this logic, there’s a confusion between units that results in the following two messages.
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Based on these messages, the attached Trace file and some testing, I have found that if I put the same unit on the cost item on the Transport order as the item on the Purchase order, I don’t get these messages and receipts are confirmed correctly.

A “normal” thing will be to have the Purchase order item in unit “l” and the Transport order item in unit “pcs”. There’s no reason why these two should be related. Please look into this logic.
