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Introduction


1.1 Background


In Poland they are not using Fidaware for picking of finished goods. To be able to do the picking they need a Polish picking List.

1.1.1 Issue Description:


New picking list report for Poland to be added to Generate Picking List. 

1.1.2 Change Description


Add selection for Route Number From and To for initiation of picking list printout. 

Make it possible to reprint Polish picking list by order number


The Polish Picking List shall be printed by order number. Lines with position > 800 shall not be printed, but then handled as ordinary order lines.

Create new picking list report for Poland to be added to Generate Picking List. An example is enclosed where there is one English layout and one Polish layout, only the Polish layout shall be delivered, the English layout is only done for clarifying purposes.

Please try to follow the enclosed layouts in word and Adobe-pdf. Note that we want some texts in bold and some text in boxes.


This report will only be printed from Baan.

Picking List Header

· Date – date and time of printout



· Header – report name in Polish

· Route – 1234567890/1/5 where the parts are (separated by a /)

· Route Number from whesz011.ronr for the order                      


· Route Sequence number – whesz011.srnr for the order                       


· Route Sequence Max – the highest sequence number (whesz011.srnr) within the route (use whesz012 to find the highest sequence within the route)                       


· Page number – page number and number of pages (if possible)

· Warehouse – code and name for the warehouse – remove this section from Polish picking list printout.

· Order No – sales order number, whinh200.orno



· Planned Delivery Date – whinh200.pddt



· Planned Receipt Date – whinh200.prdt

· Your reference - whinh200.info

· Your Order No – tdsls400.corn

· Order date – whinh200.odat


· Carrier – text from tcmcs080 derived from whesz011.cstc

· Sales Rep – name of employee derived from tdsls400.crep

· Buyer – name and address (8 lines) from BP-SoldTo derived from whinh200.ofbp.c


· Receiver – name and address (8 lines) from BP-ShipTo derived from whinh200.stad

Picking List Lines (from Outbound Advice lines)

· Item No – whinh225.item

· Goods/Service Description – tcibd001.dsca derived from whinh225.item

· Quantity – whinh225.astr

· Unit – whinh225.atun

· Picked Quantity – space (underlined) for manual writing of picked quantity


· Cases to pick – the integer part of the quantity recalculated to cases according to conversion factor for Unit and Cases (cs) for the item. Add “Cases to Pick” to “Number of cases”

· Qty/case – conversion factor for unit cases (cs) for the item


· Pcs to pick – the remaining quantity = Quantity – cases to pick x qty/case. If “Pcs to pick” > 0 add one case to “Number of cases”

· Lot – Year (YYYY) from today’s date followed by a slash (2007/) + space (underlined) for manual writing

NB! If “Cases to pick” = 0 don’t print “Cases to pick” X “Qty/Case” – leave it blank

Picking List lines within an order shall be sorted by Pos, Set, Seq No (may be already that way)


Total Line – only on the last page for an order

· Number of pallets – space (underlined) for manual writing of number of pallets

· Number of cases – Sum of “Cases to Pick” + one case for each line where there are “Pcs to Pick”


Signatures – headers for signing - only on the last page for an order

· Signature of the picker – underlining over text

· Signature of the warehouse – underlining over text
