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Introduction


1.1 Background


Polish governments does not allow us to calculate alcohol tax when invoice is being made. Alcohol tax must be calculate already when the goods is delivered. Therefor we need to make necessary changes. But we don’t want to change the way alcoholic tax is calculated for Sweden and denmark. In Poland they also have a shop where they sell alcohol. And for items in stock for that shop alcohol tax must already have been calculated. So already when we deliver to that shop alcohol tax must be calculated. 

1.1.1 Issue Description:


We need to have a flag on the warehouse to determine whether the stock can be stored without alcohol tax being calculated. When transfers being made between warehouses of different types alcohol tax must be calculated.


Start calculation of alcoholic tax for Poland from confirm shipment and confirm receipt. 

A new alcohol tax report must be created to fill the polish needs.

2 Detailed Requirements & Specifications


We need a new field “calculate alcohol tax” in the warehouse table to be able to determine if alcohol tax is already calculated for the items stored in the warehouse. The field should be a enumfield with yes and no as choices. Default value should be yes. 

We need to trigger the calculation of alcohol tax (and creation of integration transactions) from session whinh4275m000 confirm shipment and session whinh3520 receipts (when confirming receipt).


This should be done for sales transactions (for confirm shipments the from warehouse should have the new field calculate alcohol tax set to yes. For confirm receipts the to warehouse should have the new field calculate alcohol tax set to yes.), and for some transfer-orders. When transferorders have different value of the new field calculate alcohol tax for the warehouses you should trigger the calculation of alcohol tax. That is if you transfer items from a warehouse where the field calculate alcoholtax is set to yes to a warehouse where the field calculate alcholtax is set to no you should calculate alcoholtax. If you transfer items from a warehouse where field calculate alcohol tax is set to yes to a warehouse where the new field is also set to yes, no calculation should be made.

We still would like the alcholtax-fields in cisli-tables to be filled with values, Therefor we want the alcoholtax calculation to be made when we do the invoicing as well, but no integration transaction should be created since they are already created (when confirming shipment or receipt). But for Sweden and denmark we still want to create integration transactions when creating an invoice. So a new parameter is necessary to determine when integration transactions should be created.

New reports for alcholtax needs to be created. Since Poland with this customization calculates alcoholtax at delivery and not at invoice we need to create new reports for alcholtax. We need to base the reports on the integration transactions and not the cisli-tables. So similar reports as cislic401m000 and cislic402m000 but with the intregration transaction tables as base. 

We need to create new combinations of integration transactions. Combination warehousing (transfer)/alcohol tax and warehousing (transf.man)/alcohol tax needs to be created when creating alcholtax for warehousing orders.
