Introduction


1.1 Issue


It is required by the business in Svendborg to allow negative inventory for specific warehouses especially automatic (111001, Höjlager) and the picking (111103, Pluklager) warehouses. Today this functionality is present in Baan but only at company level. This customization will allow the negative inventory functionality to be warehouse specific as other warehouses in the same company will not use the negative inventory functionality. 


To be able to create/print a complete Picking Lists it is required to have all items on the order as on hand inventory, else it will be a shortage and the lines with shortage will not be printed on the Picking List. With the this new customization it will be possible to create/print the Pickings List for all items if the criteria mentioned above are upheld.

2.2 New field for table definition tcmcs003


This new parameter field will have the value no or yes. In order to distinguish the negative inventory functionality from the company level as is standard in Baan, this parameter will make it possible for specific warehouses to use the functionality.

2.3 Negative Inventory functionality


It should be allowed to have Negative Inventory on warehouses marked in tcmcs003.nega to yes if On hand + On order is equal to or more than inventory allocated, when the system is generating an Outbound advice.


This should be allowed only if the “Negative Inventory allowed” parameter (whinh003.nega) for the specific warehouse is set to “Yes”. This functionality is not related to any specific company, as only the parameter on the warehouse will determine the functionality.


2.3.1 New field in session tcmcs0103s000
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In this session a new parameter “Negative inventory allowed” will be included, and the value is maintained from this session.


2.3.2 Changes to creating outbound advice lines


When session whinh4201m000, Generate Outbound advice, is running and the rules for allow negative inventory are true there should be created one outbound advice for each warehouse order line.


Current design is first creating an Outbound advice for the On hand inventory and then it is checking if Negative inventory is allowed. And if that is allowed and On hand + On order is equal to or more than adviced – ordered , it is created an advice of the adviced quantity – ordered on a second advice.


This design is not accepted by Svendborg (LSH)!


2.3.3 Example


Item 123


On hand = 100 pcs


On Order = 200 pcs


Ordered (allocated) = 170 pcs


Advice #1: 100 pcs (170 allocated but only 100 On hand)


Baan is checking described parameters and if above rules and parameter settings are true there is generated a second advice.


Advice #2: 70 pcs (Negative inventory allowed=Yes, and On hand + On Order is more than allocated. It should have been possible to generate an advice of 300 pcs, On hand (100) + On order(200))


Result: It is created 2 advices for one outbound order line.


2.3.4 Example, new design for creation of outbound advices


Baan should do the described checks before the advice is created. For described example it should have been created one advice of 170 pcs. This is true since On hand + On order is more than allocated.


2.4 New shortage report


A new report, whinh4201mc00, is done to give information about which items that will create a shortage when an Outbound advice is to be generated.


The report is summing up the total shortage by item and is also printing the Inventory by item for warehouses “111001”, “111103” and location “KIRKEBY” in “111002”. There is also an option to export the report to Excel and then it is not printed any inventory data.


The report is using same logic as session Generate Outbound advice, whinh4201m000.


2.5 Over delivery


It should be possible to do an over delivery on the Outbound advice/Picking List for Outbound Order lines with Order Origin Transfer and Transfer (manual).


This is needed because it is a business need to be able to outbound more than ordered on these Order origins.


When the outbound is maintained, on Outbound advice or Picking List, there should be a check that On hand + On order is not less than “0”. If this is the case there should be a warning, “On hand + On order is less than picked quantity!”. And it should be allowed to save and process the outbound with this quantity.


For below Order origins it should be std. Baan logic that is allowing or not allowing an over delivery.


Production: It is not allowed to issue, in warehousing, more than the quantity issued from Shop floor control.


Sales & Sales (manual): Over delivery parameter in whinh000 is controlling the Over delivery, currently set to 999,99%.


2.6 New report, Pallets by Outbound Order lines


This report is urgently needed to support Svendborg Picking in coordinating the full pallet coordination.

Package Definition calculation logic


The calculation should start at the highest level, for the specific item, in whwmd440 !


12.356 Pieces are ordered (Inventory unit).


Level 3: 25 hole pallets. (12.356 / 480 = 25,7416666666666666666666667)


Conversion:


Ordered qty in unit, tcibd003.basu, converted to hole whwmd440.cuni for specific level.


Level 2: 29 hole Cases (12.356 - 25 hole pallets => 356 Pieces / 12 Pieces per case = 29,6666666666666666667)

The part  qty. from above calc. in unit, tcibd003.basu, converted to hole whwmd440.cuni for specific level
