2. ION Deliverable Details
Unzip the CR228F001_ION.zip file supplied along with this delivery into a folder of your choice.  
Contents of CR228F001_ION.zip
1. “Custom” folder – the contents of this folder vary depending on the type of customization developed. This folder holds custom BOD’s developed and is a mirror of the ION registry folder structure.
a. It contains custom noun XSD’s under folder “Custom\Resources\Nouns”
b. It contains BOD XSD for above custom nouns under folder “Custom\BODs\Developer”
c. It contains custom noun id path and relation XML’s under folder “Custom\XML”
2. “DocumentFlows” Folder – the content availability depends on the type of customization developed. This folder holds Document Flows developed.
3. “Workflows” Folder – the content availability depends on the type of customization developed. This folder holds Workflows developed.
4. “ActivationPolicies” Folder – the content availability depends on the type of customization developed. This folder holds Activation Polices required for above mentioned workflows developed.
5. “Monitors” Folder – the content availability depends on the type of customization developed. This folder holds Workflows developed.
6. “EmailTemplates” – the content availability depends on the type customization developed. This folder holds Email Templates for Workflows and Alerts
7. ConnectionPoints – where there is a need to delivery connection points separately these shall be available under this folder. This folder may further XSLT_Mappings and/or ION_Mapper subfolders depending on the customization.


3. Custom BOD’s Deployment (ION Registry Changes)
Ensure copying of file does not overwrite existing files unless you are repeating your copy action, overwrite could lead to corrupt your existing (previous) customization
1.1 BOD Deployment
· Copy all .xsd files from location <UnZip Location>\Custom\BODs\Developer  to <ION Install Rootpath>\ION\Desk\bin\RegistryData\BodMetaData\Custom\BODs\Developer
1.2 Noun Deployment
· Copy all .xsd files from location <UnZip Location >\Custom\Resources\Nouns to <ION Install Rootpath>\ION\Desk\bin\RegistryData\BodMetaData\Custom\Resources\Nouns
1.3 XML Deployment 
1.3.1 NounIDsInstance Deployment
· Copy all .XML files from location <UnZip Location >\Custom\Resources\XML to  <ION Install Rootpath>\ION\Desk\bin\RegistryData\BodMetaData\Custom\XML
1.3.2 NounUserAreaMetadata Deployment (if applicable)
If this interface uses a custom XML structure under <BODNOUN>/UserArea this process is required. If the XML elements in this custom XML structure are being referred to in one or more of the following, it is essential to register the schema for the custom XML structure in ION Registry.
· If you want to select your properties in ION Connect, in content- based routing or filtering.
· If you want to select your properties in ION Process, in an event monitor or an activation policy.						
IMPORTANT: The process to change ION registry for adding custom XML in UserArea is outlined in detail in the “Infor ION Technical Reference Guide” for ION version 11.x. Please refer to it in parallel while carrying out the following instructions. 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The XSD to be placed in ION registry is provided along with this delivery. Unzip this into a folder. The XSD schema file is named as “<FileName>.xsd” and is present under the folder structure “Custom\UserAreaExtensions\BAE”. 
2. Go to the following folder 
<IONInstallation Folder>\Desk\bin\RegistryData\BodMetaData\Custom\XML
3. Open the file with the following name in edit mode
NounUserAreaMetadata.xml
4. Ensure that the following line is present at the top-
<UserAreaMetadata customizer="BAE">
5. Add the following under the <UserAreaMetadata> XML element.

8. Importing Connection points (if applicable)
When there is need to deliver connection points separately those are available under folder ConnectionPoints, further connection points are categorized based on connective type

9. ERPLN Connection Point
Verify ERPLN connection settings after import and adjust as required. Typically you would need to change the connection information in the “Connections” tab and select the relevant BODs in the “Documents” tab. Following screenshots provide a quick walkthrough.
