Installation Procedure

Pre-condition:

· BaanERP 5.0c SP16 should have already been installed

Remarks:

Problem: The error logged during shipment (26) is not always clear.

Explanation: When an error occurs, the error message is stored in the temporary table. In most processing sessions just 1 error per record can occur. However, in some processing sessions it is possible that more then 1 error occurs. As the error description in the temporary table is limited, only 1 error message is stored. We have chosen to store the last error message. The processes that can cause multiple errors are: confirm shipments, release outbound and probably confirm receipts. For these processes, as much standard BaanERP is used as possible. Meaning that also the standard errors back are getting and in case of multiple errors only the last one is stored. Difference between the standard and the WMS integration functionality: standard prints all the errors found and WMS integration stores only the last error.

Currently we are taken the last error message. This is changed for the shipment interface by taking the first message. We don't know if that solves Pelikans problem while we don't know if the message Pelikan refers to is the first message. E.g. suppose 3 errors are found. The message "No intercompany ...." can be either the first or the second message. We only know that at least it's not the last message (that's the message Pelikan is currently seeing without explaining the problem).

Solution to help Pelikan: only for this stream (shipment - 26) always the first error message is taken instead of the last error message and store this in the temporary table.
