Procedure:

During ATT time fence date calculation it uses 4 lead times with blank availability type.

· Item Purchase Data - Supply time
· Plan Item Data - Extra Lead time
· Item Ordering Data - Safety time
· Pegging Parameters - ATT time fence for purchased items.
1. For Supply time, system reads the value from Item purchase data. It can be maintained in days or hours. From Item Purchase Data it also reads the buy-from BP.

2. Converts the Supply time in to hours

3. Reads the calendar: - Tries to read the calendar attached to Item buy-from b.p. If BP is not maintained or calendar not found from Item Purchase data, it reads the calendar from Company data

4. System uses Calendar DLLs (tcccpdll3030) in order offset the lead time.

5. All the other 3 lead times are defined in days. So system converts them to hours and them offset them with blank availability type and company calendar. Here also it uses calendar DLL. That means it considers the holidays defined in the calendars.

6. The resultant offset data will become the ATT Time fence date for purchase items.

Note:- ATT time fence date calculation at Time Phased Planning Overview is also modified in the same way as explained above.
