Summary

This document describes how to install/deploy .war files for individual AutoConnect components.

INTRODUCTION
For error fixing or deployment of new functionality within AutoConnect, it is always deployed a whole application component as a .war file.
The following .war files can be deployed for AutoConnect:
· com.infor.srm.ui.war
SRM user interface component

· srm-server.war

SRM server component

· com.infor.tfs.ui.war

TFS user interface component

· tfs-server.war

TFS server component

· exm-server.war

EXM server component

Shutting down the Autoconnect service

First make sure, the AutoConnect Windows service is not running, otherwise some files of the component to update can’t be accessed within the file system.
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Remove components
Open up a windows explorer. Navigate to the AutoConnect root folder (normally this should be “C:\infor\AutoConnect”. In this folder navigate to the folder “Tomcat\webapps”.
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Here you can see the above mentioned .war files for each component. Also there is one folder fo each Autoconnect component. This represents the unpacked deployed content of the .war file.
Delete the complete folder(s) and the .war file(s) from the file system for those components you want to update.

Install components
Copy the .war file(s) of the component(s) you want to update to the above mentioned location “Tomcat\webapps”.

Startup the Autoconnect service

After having copied the new .war file(s) for the component(s) you can start up the AutoConnect service again. The apache tomcat server will deploy the .war file(s) automatically. You will find a folder with the unpacked content of the .war file(s) again at the location “Tomcat\webapps”.
