Tdindpdso3
This session will check all the invoices in the given range and will print all the details of all the orders if problems are found for that invoice.

2
Tdindpdso2
This program will be called internally from session tdindpdso3 and tdsls4223m000 for all the orders where erroneous data is present.

3
Tdsls4223m000
This session is modified to call correction program tdindpdso2 internally whenever invoice is failed. After correction program is called, session will exit. You will have to rerun the session.

DETAILS ABOUT PDSO PROBLEMS

· PDSO can fail due to many reasons. One of the most common reasons is wrong data written by any of the Sales Order processing program. and second reason is rounding problem.

· It is advised to run session “Change Price and discount “  program, whenever PDSO fails, but this process will take very long to clear all invoices.

· So we are sending above 3 programs to you, use these programs very carefully. The output of this can be used to find out root cause of the PDSO failure problem. 

· For executing the session “tdindpdso3”, if the following error message is displayed:

Can’t read session or object

Then do the following:

· Run session “Patch objects after error solving (ttiex3226m000) with

Option “Patch also BAAN 4 a-application objects : Yes”

· Run session “Create Run time data dictionary (ttadv5210m000) for the current Package 

Combination and session with the option  “Session = YES” and all other options as NO” 

· Log out of Baan and login again for executing the session “tdindpdso3”

CHECK FOR THE FOLLOWING

· It is mandatory to maintain a blank tax code for EVERY state code maintained in session tdind0177m000.
· Verify that the currency-rounding factor for the home currency maintained is 0.00001.
following procedure will clear the PDSO problem.

· Run Process Delivered Sales Order (tdsls4223m000) session: note down the invoice no. which fails.

· Run tdindpdso3 program for this failed invoice.  (with correct data = No)

Print report of pdso3.

Check actual values in the table, to ensure that values in table match with report upto the last  

 decimal.    

   
 (ex. report prints 041.pric = 144.089 


            but table stores         144.0889 )

· Use session “Print Sales Invoice “ and save output to file which can be used for reference purpose in future.

· Run tdindpdso3 program again. (with correct data = YES)


If PDSO problem is cleared then no report is printed.


If PDSO problem still exists then report will be printed

· Run Process Delivered Sales Order program again.

       PDSO problem should get solved.

-----If above steps are through then follow steps below-----------

· Use session “Print Sales Invoice “ for first 20 invoices and save output to file.

· Run PDSO3 program to range of first 20 invoices from sls049 with correct data = Yes

· Run Process Delivered Sales Order, it should clear above 20 invoices.

·  If cleared then follow above procedure for range of every 1000 invoices and then PDSO.

    (Complete range of invoices will take very long to run, hence run in batches)
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
