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0. Introduction

Maintain RG-1 Reversals(Project to Project) tdind0163m001.

This new session has been introduced in the sub menu RG-1 of Central Excise menu.
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0.1 Purpose

Session to book the RG-1 reversals for Project Transactions. In order to record the reversals of RG-1 related to project there was no provision in the current version of India localization. With the introduction of this new session RG-1 reversals for project related transactions is made available.
For Example let us consider two projects A and B and we are moving the material from A to B via a PRP transfer order.

PRP transfer order for 100 units of customized item from project A to be moved to project B.

In this case the RG-1 balance of the customized item linked to project A needs to be decreased and correspondingly the RG-1 balance of customized item of project B to be increased which is already available.

For the purpose of decreasing the RG-1 balance of the source project the new session tdind0163m001 Maintain RG-1 Reversals(Project to Project)  has been developed.
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In this session when the users inserts the record for RG-1 reversal he would be taken to the display session tdind0563m001(Display Inv. Transactions by Customized Item for RG-1 Reversal) from where the user can select the specific transaction for which the reversal has to be booked.
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On selection of the record the system automatically populates the session tdind0163m001 with all the transaction details of the PRP transfer order and on save the serial number is generated.
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0.2 Scope

The session Maintain RG-1 Reversals(Project to Project) tdind0163m001 has to be updated manually or separately by the user once the Transfer has been completed.
