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SSA Global™ has decided to release the migration software ManmanHP to SSA ERP LN as a controlled released. SSA Global™ has made this decision to ensure that those who order the software are familiar with the use of the product and have sufficient knowledge to perform a data conversion process. Specific trainings will be provided to SSA Global partners to help make them familiar with the migration domain.

The SSA Global migration software delivery contains the first part of the necessary components to perform a data migration from ManmanHP to SSA ERP LN 6.1. The other part (ODBC-software) needs to be ordered by manufacturers of ODBC-software preferable MB Fosters.

Authorized SSA Global migration partners will receive the SCA Studio and the SCA Logic Pack (ManmanHP to SSA ERP LN 6.1). When a customer has provided their specific wishes, data model differences (in comparison with the standard) and their application configuration details to the mentioned partner, this partner is able to create a customer specific SCA Object Pack.

Customers can receive from SSA Global on request the SCA Engine, the SCA LN Engine and the BC-package (Pre/Post-conversion software). Each customer has to contact a SSA Global Migration partner and request a customer specific SCA Object Pack.

Licenses

To perform a data conversion process, a license key for the SCA software is required. This license is based on the SSA License Manager and can be requested through the standard SSA Global procedure.

Dedicated License key required for:

· SCA2.1 Studio

· SCA2.1 Engine

· SCA LN Engine
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Brief description of the concept

All the conversion rules together, which contain the mapping and conversion logic itself, is called the SCA Logic Pack. The SCA Logic Pack will be delivered by SSA Global™ to the authorized migration partners. 
The conversion rules are developed in the SCA Studio. The SCA Studio is only required if the conversion logic must be modified. The modifications to the conversion logic described here are only required if a customer uses a data model that is not one-hundred percent equal to the data model upon which the customer’s conversion logic is based (ManmanHP 12.x). This will be the case if customizations on the data model are used, for example: 

· Localization software

· Extension software 

· Customer’s own additional database tables

The SCA Studio is required to be able to implement the data model changes into the conversion logic. If you work with the same data models as those upon which the conversion logic is based (ManmanHP 12.x / SSA ERP ln 6.1), you always require an SCA Object Pack from a SSA Global migration partner because each SCA Object Pack contains the hard-coded environment settings. 
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SCA Suite

The SCA suite contains several products. The following is an overview, along with a brief description:

· SCA Studio: 
Product is optional and only available for SSA Global authorized migration partners. With the SCA Studio you will be able to develop new conversion rules or modify existing Logic Packs. Customer specific conversion-logic requests or customer specific data model changes can be implemented via the SCA Studio only.

· SCA Engine:
Product is required. With the SCA Engine you will be able to perform a data conversion from a ‘source’-system (ManmanHP 12.x) to a ‘target-system (SSA ERP LN 6.1).

· SCA Object Pack:
Product is required. An SCA Object Pack is always customer specific and needs to be provided by SSA Global (Service Organization) or an authorized SSA Global migration partner.

· SCA Logic Pack:
Product is optional and only for authorized SSA Global Migration partners. When the Logic Pack is adapted to the customer situation by SSA Global or a partner, this party will create an SCA Object Pack and provide it to the specific customer. 

· SCA Load Data Dictionary: 
Required if your data model is customized /modified to upload your production data model into SCA Studio.

· SCA User Manager:
Product is optional and only required if the SCA Studio will be used. This utility provides possibility to add and configure users for SCA Studio.

· SCA DB Configuration Utility: 
Optional. Creates a local repository for the SCA Studio.

· SCA Recoding Utility: 
Optional if you want to rename your data during the data conversion process, in other words, item 001 into AA1. Functionality is only present for ERP-to-ERP data conversions.

Conversion process with SCA Engine (Customers).

The process to perform the conversion process for the customer consists of the following steps:

1 Install and configure the conversion software on the source-server (HP3000), Migration-server (Windows 2000[SP3] or higher) and Target-server (SSA ERPLN 6.1). 

2 Install and configure an SSA ERP LN FAT-Client on the migration-server, which is required to fill the migration-db.

Connection between Source-Server and migration-Server needs to be handled via ODBC-software. This software needs to be supplied by a manufacturer of the ODBC-software, preferable MB Fosters

3 Perform all the pre-conversion activities and steps, as described in the Data Conversion Guide for ManmanHP to ERP LN6.1 (U8554 US). During the pre-conversion the migration-db will be filled with some base-data that is required during the real-conversion process.

4 Start the real-conversion process as described in the Data Conversion Guide for ManmanHP to ERP LN6.1 (U8554 US). 
The SCA Engine will execute the Conversion Objects (Object Pack), extracts the data from the Source-Server (based on settings in the migration-db), transforms the data based on the logic as present in the conversion-objects and can do the following: 

· (Concept A) create plain ASCII files of the converted data

· (Concept B) upload the data direct into the target-server.

Because Concept A has low performance capabilities, the SCA LN Engine is available to handle higher data volumes, namely volumes in excess of 5 gigabytes (GB). You must transfer the ASCII files from the migration server to the target server to enable the SCA LN Engine to upload the plain ASCII files directly into the target database environment by using the RDBMS high performance loaders.

5 Perform all the post-conversion activities and steps as described in the Data Conversion Guide for ManmanHP to ERP LN6.1 (U8554 US).
Create an Object Pack via SCA Studio (SSA Global partner)
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The process to perform the conversion process with the SCA Studio consists of the following steps:

6 Install and configure the conversion software on the ManmanHP and SSA ERPLN 6.1 environment.

7 Install and configure an SSA ERP LN FAT-Client on the migration-server, which is required to fill the migration-db.

Connection between Source-Server and migration-Server need to be handled via ODBC-software. This software needs to be supplied by a manufacturer of the ODBC-software, preferable MB Fosters

8 Install and configure the SCA Studio and load the Logic Pack for the ManmanHP 12.x to SSA ERPLN6.1 (SP1) into the SCA studio.

9 Implement the customer wishes and specific settings into the conversion rules. Create afterwards a customer specific Object Pack for the pre-conversion process and a customer specific Object Pack for the real-conversion process.

10 Perform the data conversion as described in the Data Conversion Guide for ManmanHP to ERP LN6.1 (U8554 US). (or refer to section ‘Conversion process with SCA Engine’).
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It is mandatory and extremely important to follow in detail the installation sequence provided in the following sections to ensure a satisfactory installation. Failure to do so can result in serious problems during the implementation of the data conversion process.

	Download solution number 145497 from the support site SSA OnePoint Online support services. Note that a customer-specific Scopus authorization is required.
Download the latest build of the SCA LN Engine. After the download start session Import Data Dictionary (ttiex1285m000) to install the software.
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After you complete the installation procedure as described in the previous chapter, you must continue with the data conversion process as described in the Data Conversion Guide for ManmanHP to ERP LN 6.1(U8554 US). This document describes the data conversion process for an environment described as ‘vanilla to vanilla’, which is to say a conversion process between two environments that are completely standard, with no customizations on the data model, and no additional localizations or extension software.

Also available is the Microsoft Excel sheet named: “Total Conversion Procedure Flow”. This Excel sheet provides a clear overview, in sequence, of all the steps required during:

· the preparation of the conversion

· the actual data conversion process

· the post-conversion activities. 

For each step, the procedure illustrates whether the step is advisable, mandatory, or dependent on specific settings.
