Installation of the overlap between Baan Dimensions 5.11, the Controlling extension, the German localization (Finance Brush Up – Part 1 +2) and Finance Brush Up – Part 3
This document describes the necessary steps for installing the overlap between Baan Dimensions 5.11, the Controlling extension, the German localization (Finance Brush Up – Part 1 + 2) and Finance Brush Up – Part 3. The software must be installed in VRC B40C_c4_mg31 (Update VRC = B40C_c4_mg31; Base VRC  = B40C_c4_mg31).

The starting point

To be able to install the software dump the following solutions on top of service pack 15 must be installed:

· All weekly collections up to and including wk200422stnd in VRC B40U_c4_stnd

(the weekly collections can be found in solutions 140330 and 142269)

· All weekly collections up to and including wk200422cnt0 in VRC B40U_c4_cnt0

(the weekly collections can be found in solutions 140330 and 142269)

· All solutions for the German localization up to and including May 25, 2004 (solution 143944ger0) in VRC B40U_c4_ger0

· All solutions for the Finance Brush Up – Part 3 up to and including May 25, 2004 (solution 143944fbu3) in VRC B40U_c4_fbu3

The installation procedure

Step 1: Download and copy the software dump

If you work on a UNIX server you must execute the following steps to download the software and copy it to your UNIX server:

1. Create a temporary subfolder on your local system

2. Download the software dump from the support site and save it in your local temporary subfolder

3. Create a temporary subdirectory in the BAAN root directory, for example ${BSE}/tmp/dumps.

4. Use FTP to transfer the software dump from the temporary local subfolder to the temporary UNIX subdirectory.

If you work on a NT server you must execute the following steps to download the software and copy it to your NT server:

1. Create a temporary subfolder under the tmp-folder in the BAAN root directory, for example e:\baan\tmp\dumps.

2. Download the software dump from the support site and save it in your temporary subfolder.

Step 2: Define the new package VRC’s

Create a new VRC for every single package.

Execute the following steps to define the new package VRC’s:

1. Select the Application Customization menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Packages and Modules menu.

2. Select the Maintain Package VRC’s (ttadv1111m000) session from the Maintenance menu.

3. Create the VRC for every single package (see table below).

Step 3: Define directories for the software components

For every single package of the VRC that has been created, you must define where the software components of this new VRC have to be placed.

Execute the following steps to define directories of software components:

1. Select the Application Customization menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Packages and Modules menu.

2. Start the Maintain Directories of Software Components (ttadv1115m000) session from the Maintenance menu.

3. Define the directories for every single package (see table below). By default the software components are installed in ${BSE}/application for UNIX and e:\baan\application for NT. Fill in the default directory or another directory where the components must be placed.

Step 4: Import the software components

The software dump has been delivered as a PMC-dump. We suppose that all parameters in Maintain Parameters (ttpmc0100m000) session have been filled already and that you have carried out the Initialize PMC (ttpmc0299m000) session.

Create the necessary PMC VRC structure

1. Select the Software Installation menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Product Maintenance and Control (Recipient) menu from the Miscellaneous menu.

2. Start the Maintain Update VRC's (ttpmc2140m000) session from the Miscellaneous menu.

3. Fill in the relevant Update and Base VRC’s as shown below. 
Please take care that you use the same VRC-names for the update and base VRC's of the BAAN Dimensions software, as shown below, otherwise you will have problems to import patches for these VRC's in the future.
You have to include also the update VRC’s for the BAAN standard software.

Modify the VRC Combination for the BAAN Dimensions software

To control the dependencies between the different software components, it is necessary to create a VRC Combination.  The VRC combination must contain all related VRC’s

1. Select the Software Installation menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Product Maintenance and Control (Recipient) menu from the Miscellaneous menu.

2. Start the Maintain Update VRC's by VRC Combination (ttpmc2155m000) session from the Miscellaneous menu.

3. Add all related Update VRC’s to the same VRC Combination (for example m511).

Step 5: Scan the software solution dump

1. Select the Software Installation menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Product Maintenance and Control (Recipient) menu from the Miscellaneous menu.

2. Start the Scan Solution File (ttpmc2200m000) session from the Maintenance menu.

3. In the session, fill in the right Update VRC (B40C_c4_mg31). Fill in the Solution File: 
For UNIX: ${BSE}/tmp/dumps/mg31_23.

For NT: e:\baan\tmp\dumps\mg31_23. 
Set the fields “Print” and “Overwrite” to “Yes”. Finally select “Continue”.

4. When the program asks for an output device, you can choose “Display” or a printer for the scan report. When the solution file has been scanned, you can leave the session.

Step 6: Process Solutions

1. Select the Software Installation menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Product Maintenance and Control (Recipient) menu from the Miscellaneous menu.

2. Start the Process Solutions (ttpmc2101m000) session from the Maintenance menu.

3. Zoom to the Update VRC: B40C_c4_mg31, select the scanned solution (mg31_23) and choose the “Check Solution to Install” option from the Special menu.

4. Enter “No” in the fields “Check Customizations” and “Check Languages” and select Continue. When the program asks for an output device you can choose “Display” or a printer. When returned to the “Process Solutions” session you will see that the status of the solution has changed to “To Install’.

5. Select the solution again and select the “Install Solution” option from the Special menu.

6. Enter “Yes” in the field “Save Components”, enter the “Device” for Error Report with ASCIT (Display is not possible in this session) and enter an output file, for example: ${BSE}/tmp/install.errlog for UNIX or e:\baan\tmp\install.errlog for NT. Select  “Continue” to start the installation. When the program returns to the “Process Solutions” session you will see that the status of the solution has changed to “Installed”. When the solution is installed you can leave the session.

Step 7: Include the VRC’s in a new package combination

To use the installed software, you must include all VRC’s in a new package combination. Take the following steps:

1. Click the Application Customization menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Packages and Modules menu.

2. Start the Maintain Package Combination (ttaad1120m000) session from the Maintenance menu.

3. Insert the following to create a package combination: Package Combination = 40Ccmg31, Description = Overlap FBU3/Dimensions 5.11, Table Definition Path = ${BSE}/dict for UNIX and e:\baan\dict for NT, Table Def. In Shared Memory = yes (by clicking the check box).

You can only use package combination 40Ccmg31 if the package combination does not already exist. If the package combination exists, choose a different name. If the inserted path for the table definition does not exist, you are asked to create the path.

If you save the table definitions in another directory, you must enter the directory that you use.

4. Start the Maintain Packages by Package Combination (ttaad1121m000) session from the Maintenance menu, and insert the following information:

5. Include every package in the package combination, because one package can use domains of other packages. If a package is not customized, then you must use the standard VRC. If not all packages are included in the combination, the application does not run correctly, because some domains are not included.

6. After you supply the information, click Rebuild DD to create the new package combination. This process takes some time. If you selected a device, enter a display device or an ASCII file device to report the errors.

7. Click the Application Customization menu from the Baan IV Tools menu. Select the Runtime Data Dictionary menu.
8. Start the “Create Runtime Data Dictionary (Forms and Menus) (ttadv5214m000)” session.

9. Enter data in the fields as shown in the screenshot below and select “Continue”. When the program asks for an output device choose “Display” or a printer. When the data dictionary for forms and menus has been created, you can leave the session.
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Step 8: Change Package Combination by Company

To use the current company on the new software you have to change the package combination of the current company.

To change the package combination for the current company take the following steps:

1. Make sure that everyone, including yourself, has been logged off.

2. Click the Application Configuration menu from the BAAN IV Tools menu.

3. Start the Change Package Combinations by Company (ttaad1101m000) session from the Miscellaneous menu. 

4. Enter the following data: Old Package Combination = 40Ccmg01, New Package Combination = 40Ccmg31, Company = current company.

5. Click the User Management menu from the BAAN IV Tools menu.

6. Start the Change Package Combinations for Users (ttaad2200m000) session from the General User Data menu to change the package combinations of the applicable users from 40Ccmg01 to 40Ccmg31. 

7. Again, make sure that everyone, including yourself has been logged off.

8. Click the Database Management menu from the BAAN IV Tools menu.

9. Start the Create Tables (ttaad4230m000) session from the Miscellaneous menu to create the tables in the software. You have to enter the current company.
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
